He believes in strong phonics foundations, plenty of
oral language, and hands-on maths—short, focused
inputs followed by lots of practice and feedback. Just
as importantly, he values partnership with parents and
the everyday habits (stories, conversation, curiosity)

that make early learning joyful and sustainable.
